We have 10 children going to “Big 
school” next year! They are all so 
excited that they are now going to 
the “real” school. 2 of the children 
will go to grade 1 and can’t wait to 
get their uniforms! The other 8 will 
be going to grade R. We are feeding 
into 2 different schools. One of our 
children will need to redo grade 1 as 
she is struggling a lot. First we 
wanted to transfer her to a special 
education school but she is still “too 
good” for that school. We will see 
how she will cope in redoing the 
grade next year. At this moment in 
time we have 4 schools that our kids 
are attending. You can imagine the 
logistical nightmares in transport 
schedules!  
 
2 drivers 
We are very blessed that we have 
great team of drivers. Spurgeon is 
our new second driver who is 
supporting Mak in all the driving 
routes to and from school. They both 
spend at least 21/2 hrs a day in their 
busses driving to and from school 
only! Spurgeon is also a pastor in 
the community. He’s a blessing. 
 
Volunteers/support 
We are so blessed with Stephen, a 
“Becomer” of the Norwegian Settlers 
church who spends two afternoons 
with our kids. He does all sorts of 
sports with them and the kids jump 
for joy when they see his scooter 
coming!

Every Friday the Norwegian Settlers 
Becomers have organised a “Kids 
For Christ” hour. The school kids 
have a time of worship, bible story 
and then fun and games.  This is 
really a success where the kids get 
to meet other children from the local 
community and learn from scripture.

We are 
noticing that the world economy has taken strain and that 
funding is not streaming in as readily as before. It is quite 
funny to see that God choses this time of recession to 
expand! Now the second village has become a reality, we 
have a greater need for funds to support that village as well. 
So we trust in Him to provide, He has been kind and gracious 
to encourage us with beautiful verses to keep our eyes on 
Him when funds get so low that you stress, but then His 
peace that surpasses all understanding flows freely. Yes, we 
serve an AWSOME God! 
We are at this stage walking on water (sometimes we feel it 
has become walking on air! Even less matter to support us!)

We want Him to receive all the honour and glory for village 2. 
Won’t you pray with us that His timing will be perfect?!  
We have pre-financed 3 houses to keep the costs of the 
buildings as low as possible. Costs are going up again in 
2011, so we took that step in faith to prefund the first 6 
houses. For 3 houses we have received funds for! Praise 
God. Now we trust the Lord to bring in the needed funds for 
the other 3 houses. Do you know anyone/company that 
would be willing to help give a child a home for life? 
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Children update  
We have had “Onno” fostered to his previous carer in 
September. He has settled in really well. After years of 
organising a foster placement for “Penny”, it seems that it will 
finally take place this December!  We think we have found a 
adoption family for “Amanda” who has been abandoned and 
is HIV -, we hope that this family will be found suitable for her 
so she can be raised in a loving family outside of Rehoboth. 
As some go, others come. Little “Slindile” has just arrived to 
take “Onno’s” place. She is 3 yrs old and has been removed 
from her mother due to gross neglect. She has suffered 
severe burns and will probably need future surgery to 
improve her movements of her leg due to scarring. The girls 
in her house are so excited that they have a little sister who 
they can be a hairdresser to! What only girls can come up 
with eh? �  

 
 
Vegetable garden/Estate 
After the UK team in the winter holidays set up the garden 
again, it is producing beautiful spinach and the cabbages are 
nearly ready for harvest! We are growing our own seedlings 
as well. Further our local wood factory was in desperate need 
of gum tree wood and we were looking in cutting down our 
large trees to make way to plant indigenous trees instead. 
Now we have a win-win situation, they cut for free and take 
what is cut down. It has opened up the view to the Oribi 
gorge so we enjoy beautiful sunsets again! 
 

The “van der Galiën” family  
We have been blessed with a wonderful team that supports 
us in our daily decisions in running the village(s) and above 
all, our Heavenly Father. We have and are being tested in our 
faith now finances have run dry. First you panic when big 
funder says they might not be able to fund what they 
promised…. In our desperate prayers God has continually 
brought verses to mind where He clearly shows that He is the 
one that we need to put our trust in and not in “Horses and 
chariots”. We then realised that we had relied on certain 
funders to close the gap, but now see that we need to put our 
trust on Him alone. We do the possible and then He will do 
the impossible. 
The story of Elisha came to mind about the widow needing to 
pour out her last bit of oil (I now can feel for how she must 
have felt, “what… all of it??? It is the last that I have!!!..”) and 
in her doing so, God did the miracle in supplying oil in 
abundance! So we trust in Him to supply us in abundance for 
all the needs of the villages. God reigns!
